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� If the BCTRANS.DAT or BSTRANS.DAT file is not in the C:/WINPCACE 

directory of your PC, Procomm Plus will prompt you for its location.   
¾ The BCTRANS.DAT file contains the Institutional (UB92) claims 

prepared by PC-ACE Pro32. 
¾ The BSTRANS.DAT file contains the Professional (HCFA-1500) 

claims prepared by PC-ACE Pro32. 
¾ These files are created in the WINPCACE directory of your PC or 

the shared server in the case of a multi-user version of PC-ACE 
Pro32.  However, if you manually relocate them to another folder or 
drive, the Procomm Plus script will prompt you for their current 
location.  
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Procomm Plus will dial EDISS based on the dial number set-up during the 
Procomm configuration.  (Refer to the “Configuration of Procomm Plus” 
document.) 
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If the user’s Logon ID and Password are verified as correct by the BBS, the 
Procomm Plus script will transmit your BCTRANS.DAT or BSTRANS.DAT file 
to EDISS for processing.
